Find an article relating to scientific inquiry, research, invention or discovery.  Take the time to find an article that interests you.  It could be a newspaper or magazine article, excerpt from a book, transcript from radio/TV, or other legitimate source.  Avoid science fiction or fantasy writing.  (I recommend using the links provided on the class website to make sure your source is legitimate.)  The article should be at least 1,000 words (2-3 pages).  Pre-read the article, read the title, make note of any pictures/diagrams, and identify your purpose for reading the article.  This will make your reading more meaningful.  As you read the article, pay attention to the main points and keep track of the questions you have.  
Title the assignment (see above), include the name, source, and author of the article.  Also, provide a copy of the article.  

In your review, include the following info (in complete sentences):

1.  Identify and state the main idea of each article. 


2.  Identify and define 3 key terms.  Try to select words that you think 
are important to the content, and that you don’t already know.  

3.  State at least 3-5 main points (depends on the article), and 2 sentences of additional facts, quotes, and/or discussion to support each main point.  

4.  After reading the article, write down 3 questions you have relating 
to the content of the article.  

5.  Personal response:  This should be at least one paragraph, minimum 5-7 sentences.  Your response should be thoughtful and well written.  The article will most likely address at least one step of the scientific inquiry process (hypothesis, procedures, data collection, etc.) – so one option is to discuss parts of the article that relate to what we have learned about in our current unit. You can also discuss your thoughts and personal opinions that relate to the article, or even attempt to answer one of you own questions.
